This year all the five schools have taken part in a Tetrahedron Challenge Day 
which is an extended day based around the Giant Tetrahedron building activity 
and competitive teamwork for groups of up to 64 students.  
 
Students look at material and properties, basic physics and maths as well as 
construction techniques to produce the Giant Tetrahedron.  They then apply their 
new knowledge to build three pieces of life-saving equipment in a post disaster 
scenario.  Students’ designs are tested and judged by Science and Engineering 
Ambassadors.
